
  
START: Starting Times will be at 15-minute 
intervals beginning at 5:30 am SHARP!
COURSE: The 52-mile course begins in the 
Kahului airport area and will proceed along 
the Hana Highway to finish at the Hana Ball 
Park.
TEAMS: (100 team limit) Each team should 
consist of 6 members. Teams consisting of 
fewer then 6 members will be placed in the 
Open Division. Team fees are based on 6 
runners per team. Therefore, teams 
consisting of fewer then 6 runners must still 
pay for 6 runners. Each runner MUST run at 
least 3 legs of the course. One vehicle per 
team.

ENTRY FEES: Entries must be postmarked by 
August 30, 2008: VIRR member - $25 per runner
Non-member - $30 per runner
Late Entry 8/23 - $40 per runner.
PAYMENT: Each team will submit ONE cashiers 
check or money order. NO cash, credit cards, or 
personal checks accepted.
